About  All-in-One

The Greatest Man book takes Matthew, Mark, Luke, and John and assembles all their details into one story, but it is rewritten in more of a modern style of storytelling.  I wanted to hear the story in the words of the NWT, so here’s what I did.

First I opened up four blank word documents, naming them Mathew through John, and copied the entire book of the bible into each one respectively.

Then I opened up a fifth blank word document, and named it “All-in-One”.

Then starting with the first chapter of the Greatest Man book, I looked at what scriptures were referenced to write that chapter, and cut and pasted those texts from the four documents in to the one.  So the four documents diminished in size as the text was removed from them, and the fifth grew as all the texts from the other four were combined into it.  I did it that way to ensure that no scriptures were left out.

When I finished doing that for the entire Greatest Man book, I went through the All-in-One document and put them in the order that the Greatest Man book used them, deleting any repeated statements. When there were differences between the gospels, I used the version that the Greatest Man book did.

I now had a single document with all of the details of each writer, but without duplicate statements.
Using that document as my guide, I opened up the audio readings of the books, and cut and pasted them into one audio file.

When that was finished, I had the All-in-One audio file with all of the details of each writer, but without duplicate statements.

It was a very learning experience, and is great to listen to since you are getting all the details from each writer as you go.

So that the file wasn’t one long audio file, I broke it up into bite size pieces. And since the chapters of the four gospels in no way line up, I broke it where locations moved, times jumped, or topics changed. (to the best of my ability)

The genealogies of Mary and Joseph were purposely left out.  I find them hard to listen to. If you wish to hear them you can download Matthew chapter one and Luke chapter three from jw.org. And I only included the version of the women and disciples returning to Jesus’ tomb that the Greatest Man book used.
