WtLib Helpful Hint
If you find yourself in the Footnote list at the bottom of an article, and want to know where that foot note is from in the article, Right-Click the footnote and select 
"Link Source".  

That is covered on page 20 of "Watchtower Library - An In-Depth User's Guide v2.0" which is in the Documents folder on the home page.
