There are va-
rions theories regarding the formation of the Earth.
We follow the one most closely harmonizing with
. the Bible. Itis ealled the Valian theory. Lt assumes
*  that Saturn’s rings and Jupiter's belts illustrate
 Eorth's development as.a planet. The Barth evi-
dently had snch rings, or belts of water and mine-
rals which followed each other as greal deluges
upon the Earth — perhaps thousands of years
apart. The Deluge of Noah's day was the last.
We follow the theory, also, that each of the Se-
ven Days of the Creative' Week was a period of
seven thousand years. The word « day » is fre-
quently used in Seripture to designate a period, e,
or Epoch. — (1 Corinthians 1:8; 2 Corinthians
6:2; Hebrews 3:8, 9).

‘According to the aceount in Genesis God mada the firma-
ment in the second, or Palmozoie Dry, and separated the
waters which were under the firmament from the watera
which were above the irmament. (Genesia 1:7.) The strong-
y mineralized waters above the Barth gradually soncen-
frated at the poles, where later they broke and then reached
the Earth, forming layer after layer of mineralized earth
deposited by the waters which rushed from both poles
toward the eq’t:l'ntor. (Genesis 7 : 11, 18.)
| On the Third Day of Creation, tha Carboniferous Day (Ge-
nesis 1 : 9, 10, 18), the waters were gathered into seas and
poeans, the dry land was upheaved and began gradually
to drain off in preparation for vegetation.

Joseph was a type of Jesus who,
